You will be issued the book: Alfred’s Basic Guitar Method by Morty and Ron Manus.  You are responsible for returning this book in the condition it was given to you.
Grading Policy:

This class is graded through:  regular playing tests on current material, written quizzes, assignments, a final project and participation.  For the playing tests everyone will test individually.  Once you have tested you may retest anytime within the next 2 weeks on the same material, if you choose not to test on anything within the testing time given, you will receive a zero.  Written quizzes will be given a few times throughout the
 semester to check covered material.  

The final project will be worth the most total points in the semester For the final project you will be teaching the class an approved song of your choice.  When everyone has completed their presentation you should have a collection of about 35 songs in your repertoire.
Participation is an important part of this class.  You must have your guitar everyday or you will lose points.   During testing time there will be plenty of time to practice other things besides what’s being tested.  There are additional materials that can be requested or assigned if you need something else to do.

Being a good musician means regular practice so plan on taking home your guitar if you don’t have another at home. It is highly recommended that you practice daily for 30 minutes.
